Any
speaking or identification will result in the contestant being disqualified.

Please upload your recordings to Google Drive and include the “share” link in your application
form. All recordings must be submitted via Google Drive. Incomplete entries will not be judged.

All recordings will be coded and sent to the judges without identification to protect the anonymity
of the performer.

All recordings become the property of the Houston Flute Club.

A non-refundable audition fee of $55 must be submitted online with your application. No
application will be regarded without receiving this payment. If you cannot pay via PayPal, you
may contact the competition coordinator at the email address below to make other payment

arrangements. Contestant will be disqualified if payment is not received by Sunday, February 11,
2024.

Completed entry form, audition fee, and .mp3 file must be submitted online by 11:59 PM on
February 11, 2024.

This competition is open to all flutists. NO AGE LIMIT.

The list of finalists will be emailed to all applicants by Sunday, March 17, 2024. No judges’
comments will be available.
